Dear ASHE Section President,

As immediate Past President of ASHE National, I have the honor and responsibility to
Chair the National Nominating Committee for the 2010-2011 operating year. As stated in the
National Officer Nomination Guidelines (Appendix H of the ASHE Operations Manual),
nominations are hereby solicited for the positions of National Second Vice President and
nominations for the Robert E. Pearson Award. The Pearson Award is given to an individual who
has contributed greatly to the advancement of the highway industry on a national basis over the
past year or years.

Please submit this information to me, at the above address, at your earliest possible
convenience, but ne later than October 1, 2009, so the information may be assembled for the
October National Board Meeting.

After presentation to the National Board, the names of those nominated and the
biographical data for each candidate will be distributed to each Section and at which time you
will be asked to vote for the National Board Officer positions and a Pearson Award Candidate.
The election results must be mailed back to me by January 1, 2010. The National Nominating
Committee will meet prior to the January National Board Meeting, and then present a final slate
of officers to the National Board for approval.



Again, please submit the nominating information to me, at the above address, no later
than October 1, 2009.

Sections are also asked to start thinking about nominees for the Member of the Year and
Young Member of the Year awards for 2010. The guidelines for these awards are included in the
ASHE Operations Manual under Appendix Q, National Award Nomination Guidelines. Please
note that some changes may be made to the nomination process of these awards; however, these
changes should be minor and should not have any affect on who you wish to nominate. Most
notably, the deadline for submitting nominations for these awards will be pushed back until the
end of the calendar year. I will notify you of the changes to this award process as soon as those
changes are approved.

We all know
that ASHE only functions because of people like you, the other officers, and members of your
Section who give many volunteer hours, and commitment to this organization.
